


Gilmerton

The Gilmerton district is bound by the South Military
Highway/Canal Drive signalized intersection in the west and the
South Military Highway/I-464 interchange in the east. A key trans-
portation improvement along this segment is the replacement of the
Gilmerton Bridge. This segment currently carries the highest volume
of traffic on a daily basis. Improvements to the bridge and increases
in regional traffic demand result in this segment of the corridor con-
tinuing to experience the highest volumes of traffic. The Gilmerton
district supports heavy industrial land uses and land uses requiring
deep water access to the Southern Branch of the Elizabeth River and
Saint Julian Creek. Heavy industrial land uses will continue to be
promoted within this segment. The plan recommends the widening
of South Military Highway to a six-lane facility and the elimination
of existing two-way frontage roads. With improvements to the
Gilmerton Bridge truck traffic from the Dominion Virginia Power
Plant and other heavy and light industrial businesses can be directed
away from the Community Core. Truck traffic will be directed east

for more direct access to Brambleton Boulevard, 1-464, and 1-64.
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
